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GENERAL INFORMATION

SPIRITUAL OBJECTIVES

I. A graduate of Southern Bible Institute and Seminary will be able to communicate the Word of God, rightly divided.

ADMISSION INFORMATION

ADMISSION POLICY

Applicants for admission to Southern Bible Institute and Seminary will be considered without regard to race, class, or nationality. The prospective student is assessed according to his academic background and personal testimony for the Lord Jesus Christ.  In considering applications, the complete record of the prospective student will be reviewed. If the prospective student meets the required standard, he is admitted to Southern Bible Church, Institute and Seminary until he completes his program or becomes inactive.

    
Application must be made on the official form furnished by the Institute and Seminary. When the necessary information and fees are received, action will be taken on the application by the Administration. The applicant will be notified of the decision.  All fees collected are considered as donations and are used for outreach ministries in the states and various foreign countries.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS


Acceptance to a degree program at Southern Bible Institute and Seminary will be granted only after evaluation of the application reference form and official transcript has been made. A $50.00 registration fee must accompany the application.

Procedures: 

1. The application for Admission is a three (3) page application.  Information requested on the application that is to be completed includes Personal Information and Desired Degree and Area of Study (page 1); Educational History, Military History, and Church History (page 2); and Signature (page 3).

2.
All information found on the "Application for Admission" is to be completed to the fullest extent possible.  If the applicant possesses a resume', please request the applicant to transcribe the requested information as per the application, to the application.  The applicant may then attach his/her resume' to the application.

3.
Upon receipt of a completed application, the Academic Dean will review the information to determine the courses required by the student in order to complete his/her degree program.

4.
When the Academic Dean has completed the course program for a student, it will be sent to the Facilitator. The Facilitator will contact the student and assist the student in completing the elective courses and reviewing the program. Upon completion and signing, return the Original form to SBIS.

5.
If the student legally changes his or her name SBIS must be notified in writing with copies of supporting legal documents.
